OLD BUSINESS:


Scott McCraffrey, the SEO for the Township, received a sewage complaint from Joseph Maleski concerning houses at 102, 118 and 128 Strausser road. NEW BUSINESS:


A preliminary budget for 2022 was discussed and the secretary was directed to appropriately advertise for public review.  The final budget will be adopted on December 27, 2021 at the 3:30 p.m. public meeting.  The budget retains the .3 mill real estate tax, with a total of estimated revenues of $824,580, estimated expenditures of $948,450 and a reserve of $350,000.  These preliminary aspects of the budget were accepted on a motion by David Mazaika, seconded by Scott Naugle and passed with unanimous vote.
